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There are geveral different incen-
tives which invite the acquisition of
limited editions, inasmuch as they ap-
peal to many distinet and separate
ft:nupa of collectors. In the field of
Lincolniana any one anticipating an
exhaustive collection looks upon a
Lineoln limited edition as a “must.”
The same reaction would be found
among those who specialize on Lim-
ited Editions. A much larger number
of potential buyers, however, are the
collectors of First Edittons and the
fact that the limited issues are usually
the earliest from the press gives them
riority over the first trade editions,

here is also the Fine Binding group
which is attracted to the ]im1te§r:d1u
tion because it usually appears in a
deluxe dress and a finer quality of
binding and papeér. The collector of
Autographs who extends his interest
to signatures and manuseripts bound
in books, often finds the signed and
numbered printings desirable items,
This diversified interest seems to war-
rant this number on “Lincoln Limited
Editions.”

The compilation appearing here is
confined to limited editions of cloth
and leather bound books or brochures
in heavy boards. While the list may
not be exhaustive in scope, it does
present the better-known rarities in
this field of Lincolniana. Only those
books are eited which earry a state-
ment in type with respect to the num-
ber of copies printed, and only such
books are noted as show totals under
360 copies. It is to be regretted that
this classification eliminates many
rivately printed volumes known to be
imited but not zo stated. The name
of author, title of book, and number
of copies printed are submitted in the
arder named:
