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LINCOLN PUBLICATIONS IN FOREIGN LANGUAGES 

The first publications about Abra­
ham Lincoln in fofeign languages 
appeared in the presidential eleetion 
year of 1860. According to Jay Mona· 
ghan's "Lincoln Bibliog•·aphy 1839-
1939" published by the lllinois State 
Historical Library, Springfield, Illi­
nois, HM5, all of the fifteen books and 
pamphlets in Dutch, French, German 
~nd Welsh were published in the 
United States during the presidentinl 
campaign nnd were of a political 
nutu1·e. 

The flrst biography or Lincoln to 
be published in a foreign language 
(German). "Das Leben von Abraham 
Lincoln, Nebst Auszugen Aus seinen 
Reden . . . 11 by .James Quay Howard, 
mnde its a))pearancc in 1860. Only 
two OJ' three copies survive. 

It is apparent that the Republican 
pnrly, which wns responsible for these 
early publications, made a desperate 
effOI't. to influence the fol"<'ign voter

eleven languages. Perhap:;; fifty per­
cent of the Monnghnn titles have a 
bonn fide foreign origin. 

Today there is a need for a separate 
bibliography of Lincoln books in for­
eign languages. The sixteenth presi­
dent. has be<:ome more than just •tthe 
precious heirloom of the republic." 
He is now a world citizen-an inter­
national character. An ever increasing 
number of foreign Lincoln publica­
tions are coming from t..he press and 
the sesquicentennial year of Lincoln's 
birth which was celebrated in 1959 
provided a great impetus for the 
dissemination of literature about 
Abraham Lincoln and the democratic 
ideal. 

As of this date the shelves of the 
lib•·ary of the Lincoln Nntional Life 
Foundation has a tot..'\1 of 412 for· 
eign Lincoln publie.ations in some 
fift.y-t.wo different languages and dia· 
lccts.

This list of foreign '"'orks is by no 

means complete. Many foreign item$ 
appear on our want list which is based 
on the Monaghan b ibliography. How­
ever, we have no check list of foreign 
publications that have appeared since 
1939. 

T he United States Information 
Service published many titles in 1959 
for foreign d istribution. Many of 
these pubJications were prin ted in 
shops abroad under the direct super­
vision of the U.S.I.A. In some cases, 
foreign _publishers were encouraged 
to issue Lincoln books and pamphlets, 
with the assurance that the United 
Stales government would purchase 
most of the output for distribution 
locally. In most cases the Libra ry of 
Congress was provided with copies of 
the foreign Lincoln publications-. How­
ever, i t may t..'lkc several years, if 
ever, for every gover nment sponsored 
book, brochure, pamphlet and folder 
to find its way to n cent ra l library, to 
say nothing of the foreign Lincoln 
litera ture that was issued in 1959 
but was not government. sponsored. 
It is of interest to compare the sup~

~:lance one might conclude, that for­
eign artists in depietinK L1ncoln had 
labored to incorporate «rtain national 
or racial traits into thtir portraits. 
On second thought one might diAeem 
that foreign artiSt!J see Lincoln em­
bodied with aJJ the chnrac:teriAlics of 
their own particular rnee or national­
ity. The illustrations used in c:onnec .. 
tion with this article beat illustrotf! 
that point. 

A Lincoln bibllo~:rnphy of !oroi~:n 
books mia-ht be nn expensive nnd dif­
ficult project. The title pngeR would 
have to be translated into £nglilth 
and in many eases the photoga·nphic 
facsimile method used by Monna-hnn 
would have to be utiliz~d. Neverthe­
less, the bibliographer would mnkc n 
real contribution to Lincoln liteuturc 
and what better wny tould be found 
to express the univcrsnlily of Lincoln.
